In normal circumstances, stainless steel is very resistant to corrasion. |t does however require maintenance to
preserve the high quality appearance. Wash the product with warm soapy water. remaving all surface deposits, Rinse
with clear water and with 2 soft cloth, wipe dry.

This is normally caused by tiny iron particles left behind
after the brushing process when finishing.
