Installation

Existing fittings must be completely removed before
installation of a new product. Before removing the
existing fitting, carefully note the position of each set
of wires.

Undo the screws (C) holding the fixing bracket in
place and set aside.

Hold the bracket (A) in place and mark the position
of the holes. Ensure that the product is level.

Ensure the ceiling is capable of holding the weight
of the product. Take care to avoid damaging any
concealed wiring and pipes. Ensure there is a joist
at the point of fixing to support the weight of the
product.
