Stains can be removed using
washing up liquid. All bathroom cleaning product (powders and liquids) will

damage the surface of your fitting, even the non-scratch cleaners.

Unscrew the backnut (4) & remove one of the rubber
washers (2/3). Fit the waste above the basin with the
first washer. Locate the bottom waste.

Secure waste with backnut (4) & the second washer.

In order to fill the basin, the ‘Clicker’ mechanism of the
waste needs to be pressed down. To release the water,
press the button again.

Check all joints & connections for leaks.
